As you go under water, you show
others you believe Jesus died for you. When you come up out of the
water, you show others you believe that God raised Jesus back to life.

You have a new life because of Jesus! (Romans 6:4)

Getting saved and then baptized doesn’t mean that you will live a perfect
life. There will be times in your life where you will sin and make wrong
choices. When this happens, you should pray and ask Jesus to forgive
you. Even though you will mess up, know that Jesus died one time for
the forgiveness of ALL our past, present, and future sins. That means
even though you will sin again, you do not need to be saved or baptized
again. (1 Peter 3:18)

You can continue following Jesus by reading your Bible, doing what

Jesus says, and praying every day. (Psalm 1.2)
